The Lincoln Bicentennial is an extraordinary year, and
we are happy to present an extraordinary Seminary
Ridge Symposium, featuring a distinguished program of
speakers and the one-act play, “Lincoln Lives.” Some of
you will remember that during the Civil War Centen-
nial in the 1960’s a picture book titled Meet Mr. Lincoln
gave a preliminary glimpse into the face and person of
the Great Emancipator. Since then, a great deal of new
scholarship has brightened and deepened the picture
of Lincoln, and studies of his psychology, health, and
religion have supplemented growing work on his more
public visage.

The word “magisterial” is not an exaggeration when
applied to Michael Burlingame’s new Abraham Lincoln:
A Life; and those who have read his The Inner World of
Abraham Lincoln must agree that Publishers Weekly did
not exaggerate in calling this book a “revelation,” “the
most convincing portrait of Lincoln’s personality to
date,” and “perhaps the most important piece of Lincoln
biography” to appear in the last fifty years. At the ninth
Seminary Ridge Symposium, we have an opportunity
to hear and meet the greatest Lincoln scholar and biog-
rapher of our time.
